LME PTA GENERAL MEETING
The general meeting of the LME PTA was called to order on September 7, 2010 at 6:48 p.m. in the LME cafeteria by president Sara Solomon, Darcy Friedmann the secretary being present.  There were no minutes from the May 2010 to be read.  Sara welcomed the PTA board, members and parents present at the meeting.  

PTA registration chair, Cathy Parkes, spoke to the members present about the online PTA registration, yearbook and directory orders.  She ask that everyone present register online and encourage other LME families to do so as well.  

Sara announced that all the open positions on the PTA board have been filled.  

Sumana Mandala reported that Impact Martial Arts would donate $25.00 to LME for every new registration of LME students to their program.

Penny Hannan spoke about the activities and volunteer opportunities for the upcoming LME 25th anniversary celebration.

Principal Jan Richards reported on the Texas State Accountability Ratings for LME.  She reported that LME TAKS (Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills) scores were extremely high, with a large overall percentage of LME students receiving commended performance ratings.  LME exceeded the state standards on all TAKS scores.  Jan stated that this would be the last year Texas used the TAKS tests for accountability ratings.  The state will be using the Star Rating starting next year.  More information on this rating system will be available closer to the end of the school year.

Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Anne Webster stated that as of August 30, 2010 the LME PTA cash balance was $17,980.53 with reconciled receipts totaling $7858.00, equaling a reconciled balance of $25,838.53.  She then reported that as of September 3, 2010 the total amount of receipts equaled $4665.50 with disbursements totaling $168.84, equaling a cash balance of $30,335.09.  Anne then reported that the audit committee had completed the LME PTA audit with no discrepancies found.  Anne then presented the LME PTA proposed amended budget for 2010-2011*.  Sara Solomon asked that a motion be made to approve said proposed amended budget.  Penny Hannan made such motion.  Cathy Parkes seconded the motion.  The proposed budget passed with a unanimous vote.  
Sara announced that Club Night would be held in the LME mini-gym following the meeting, with online club registration beginning at 8:00 a.m. on September 8, 2010.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:09 p.m.
