The Board Meeting of the LME PTA was called to order at 8:35 a.m. on November 30, 2010 in the LME Parent Room by president Sara Solomon, Darcy Friedmann acting as secretary. A quorum was established.
OFFICER REPORTS
President's Report:  Sara announced that there was an open position for the Site Based Committee.  Anne Webster made a motion to nominate Kathy Aylor for the position.  Angela Khurana seconded the motion.  A vote was taken.  Kathy Aylor was elected to serve on the Site Based Committee by a unanimous vote of the members present.  Sara and Jenny reviewed and answered questions about the revised LME PTA Standing Rules and Bylaws.  These documents will be voted on for approval at the December 7, 2010 PTA General Meeting.  Sara finished her report by announcing the PTA volunteer Board Bravos.

2nd VP:  Nandini Chintala was not present - report given by Sara Solomon.  Sara reported on the updates and logistics of the December 7, 2010 PTA General Meeting and Global Celebration.  The Celebration will start immediately following the General Meeting and will feature holiday displays from several different cultures.

Treasurer's Report:  Anne Webster reported that as of October 4, 2010 the LME PTA budget was as follows:  Beginning Cash Balance of $28,719.10; Total Reconciled Disbursements of $337.60, Reconciled Cash Balance as of 10/4/2110 of $29.050.25,  Total Receipts of $29,573.72;
Total Disbursements of $14,516.97; with a Ending Cash Balance as of November 29, 2010 of $44,107.00.  Anne then reviewed and discussed the Programs/Fundraiser report.

Carnival:  Sara reported that this year's Carnival netted $15,000.00 in profits.

Global Fest:  Sharon Deol reported that Global Fest is scheduled for March 10, 2011.  Her committee will begin sending out information in January, 2011.
